Summary of the General Body Meeting (including actions taken and further update) of BCS, Cleveland, OH held on 9/27/09 

 The following motions were passed by the majority vote by the General body:
1. Renting of BCS assets/items (non-financial) only to members of BCS for using within the ICC building with security deposit of $150 to treasurer; a $15 fee will be charged and the balance returned if assets/items are returned properly.
2. Health Fair as an event of BCS will continue, however all the members of BCS are requested to improve the participation. 
3. Mid-year financial report for the year 2009, submitted by BCS Treasurer, was passed by the General Body; hard copies of the report were distributed among the BCS members. 
The following item were postponed for discussion in the next GB meeting:

1. What should be the upper limit of fund-raising by BCS Scholarship Committee and what should be the best investment option?
Interim action/update: The above point was discussed during the BCS Scholarship committee fund raising dinner program and it was conveyed by the scholarship committee that the upper limit of the fund raising by the committee is $ 60,000.00 which may be possible through the fund raising dinners in 2009 and 2010. Regarding the investment option the options of investing in Indian Bank with higher interest rate vs. bond/stock in USA with reasonable interest rate was discussed and it was decided in that meeting that this will be decided in future GB meeting through majority opinion.
Following items were discussed in addition and following actions taken by the EC in the interim: 

1. Whether we should amend a line in our constitution Article IV – Section 6: the line states “Any member of the Association may attend the Executive Committee meeting, but shall have no voting right”. 
2. There is a need to form a Review Committee to look into the need for any amendment of BCS Constitution in the face of newer challenges with time.
Decision taken:  To sort out both the above points # 1 & 2, BCS– Executive Committee will form a Review Committee from among the BCS members. The opinion of that committee will be presented in the future GB meeting for appropriate amendments (by-laws) in the BCS constitution. 
Action taken by EC: A review committee is formed with the following committee members:

3. In response to the point whether it is legal for BCS to bring artist from India and then share the artist with other organizations in USA, it was clarified that both the above actions are legal and a letter already obtained from the immigration lawyer in this regard will be kept with the BCS file and handed over to the next EC.
